Transfer of Funding Functions to the Oklahoma City Office of Multi-Family Housing and the Transfer of Service Coordinator Functions to the Kansas City Office of Multi-Family Housing and Request for Information

This Grievance of the Parties is filed on behalf of all bargaining unit employees represented by AFGE Council 222, Council of HUD Locals.  

The Union alleges that the Agency has violated the Collective Bargaining Agreement (Articles 1, 3, 5, 15 and 22), and other applicable supplements, articles, MOU’s, MOA’s and agreements and all other relevant and applicable law, rule, and regulation when it failed to timely notify the Union of the proposed transfer of functions between multiple regions.   

Based upon our assessment of limited information, bargaining unit positions in multiple offices and regions may be affected under these transfers of functions.  This clearly violates Article 15 of the Collective Bargaining Agreement.

As relief, the Union requests the following: 

1.
Immediately cease and desist from implementing the Multi-Family Transfers of functions between Oklahoma City and Kansas City HUBs.

Provide Proper Notice to the Union in accordance with Article 5 of the Collective Bargaining Agreement,

Acknowledge and act upon our written request to Bargain over the proposed transfers dated June 1, 2005.  

Furthermore, in order to accurately determine the number of affected employees, we request that the proposed to-from-list and new organizational chart from the Office of Multi-Family Housing be provided to us.  We also request the reasons for the transfer of functions, the number, types and geographic locations of positions affected, and the approximate date of the actions. 

We trust you shall cooperate fully in supplying us the requested information and will immediately cease and desist in this cross regional action.
